	[image: ]EMOTIONAL LITERACY FOOTPRINT SESSIONS:
· Emotions through art - Any age This programme is designed to explore different emotions through art.  This is a 6-week program, the children will learn 6 different art styles, learning new techniques to express their emotions and develop new vocabulary whilst exploring different artists. 


· [image: ]Emotion potion - Any age Each session will explore different emotions to enable the children to understand how their emotions affect their bodies, giving them a better understanding of how to deal with strong emotions. It could get a little messy, as slime making is just one of the experiments we will do!

· Queen Bees –KS2 children will learn about different types of relational aggression, explore different roles that can be taken on in a group and the advantages and disadvantages of each role. 
· [image: ]Eggspressions –Any age -children bake 6 different recipes, each recipe relates to a different ‘Eggspression’. In each session the children discuss their feelings connected to the Eggspression of the day.

· Inside out – Any age - sessions where children learn about their emotions and explore each of the emotions from the film ‘Inside Out’.
